Locations: Mayfair, Bayswater, Notting Hill, North Kensington, East Acton, West
Acton, Ealing, Hanwell, Southall, Yeading, Hayes, Shepherds Bush, Pield Heath,
Hayes End, Wood End Green, Hillingdon, Cowley, Uxbridge and Yiewsley.

The prayer walk goes through the borough of Hillingdon. Other boroughs to pray
for are Hammersmith and Fulham, Kensington and Chelsea, Ealing and City of
Westminster.
